Gigabit 802.3af/802.3at PoE Injector.

The PoE Injector is used to provide DC voltage to the downstream device,
such as a Wireless Access Point or IP Phone when connected to a non-PoE
upstream switch port. The PoE Injector has two Ethernet ports. One port
connects to the non-PoE upstream device, such as a router or switch. The
other portis a power sourcing port that connects to the downstream device
that is POE capable.

Additional Requirements

Two straight-through, Category 5 Ethernet cables to connect the PoE Injector to
the network or to the access pointor bridge. If you install the access pointor
bridge in an environmental air space, such as above a suspended ceiling, check
national and local safety codes to make sure that the Ethernetcable you connect
to the unit meets applicable standards.

STEP 2 Plug the power adapter’s 12V DC power output jack into the access point or other
device.

STEP 3 Plug the other end of the power cord to an AC power source.

Follow these steps to install the PoE Injector:

Plug a straight-through, Category 5 Ethernetcable into the porton the PoE Injector
labeled Data & Power Out.

Plug the other end of the Ethernetcable into the Ethernet Port of the PoE access
point or other device.

Plug a straight-through, Category 5 Ethernetcable into the porton the PoE Injector
labeled Data In.

Plug the other end of the Ethernetcable into your 10/100 Ethernet switch, hub, or
network.

Attachthe power cord to the PoE Injector.
Plug the other end of the power cord to an AC power source.

Solid Green A remote device is connected.

Flashing Green Indicates an error. The PoE Injector can be overloaded
or have a short circuit.
